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Two days after House Transportation
and Infrastructure Committee Chairman
James Oberstar (D-MN) released legislative
language for a $500 billion, six-year
surface transportation authorization
bill, the House Highways and Transit
subcommittee approved the nearly
800-page bill by voice vote without
amendments.

Oberstar describes his bill, the Surface
Transportation Authorization Act of
2009, as “transform(ing) federal surface
transportation from an amalgamation of
prescriptive programsto a performance-
based framework for intermodal
transportation development.” Itis
designed to achieve the following
objectives: reduce fatalitiesand injuries;
reduce congestion; provide transportation
choices; limit adverse effects of
transportation on the environment; and
promote public health and livability in
communities.

Highlights of the bill include:

* Provides $450 billion for highways
and transit, including $337.4 billion for
highway programs and $99.8 billion for
public transportation programs;

* Within the $450 billion investment,
the Act provides $50 billion for
Metropolitan Mobility and Accessto
reduce metropolitan congestion and $25
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billion for Projects of National Sgnie cance
to enhance U.S global competitiveness by
increasing the focus on goods movement
and freight mobility;

* In addition to the $450 billion
investment, the Act provides $50 billion
over six yearsto develop 11 authorized
high-speed rail corridorslinking major
metropolitan regionsin the United States.

e Doublestheinvestment in highway
and motor carrier safety to $12.6 billion;

* Redee nesthe Federal role and
restructures Federal surface transportation
by consolidating or terminating more than
75 programs;

e Consolidatesthe majority of highway
funding in four, core formula categories
designed to bring highway and bridge
systemsto a state of good repair; improve
highway safety; develop new and
improved capacity; and reduce congestion
and greenhouse gas emissions and
improve air quality;

e Focusesthe majority of transit
funding in four core categoriesto bring
urban and rural public transit systems
to a state of good repair; provide specie c
funding to restore transit rail systems;
provide mobility and accessto transit-
dependent individuals; and plan, design,
and construct new transit linesand
intermodal facilities;
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» Directs Federal highway safety
investmentsto specie c activities
demonstrated to reduce fatalitiesand
injurieson roads;

» Establishesnew initiativesto
addressthe crippling congestion in
major metropolitan regions, and
eliminate bottlenecksin freight
transportation;

» Createsa National Transportation
Srategic Plan, based on long-range
highway, transit, and rail plans
developed by states and metropolitan
regions, to develop intermodal
connectivity of the nation’s
transportation system and identify
projects of national signie cance;

* Reformsthe U.S Department of
Transportation to require intermodal
planning and decision-making;
ensurethat projectsare planned and
completed in atimely manner; and
ensure that DOT programs advance
the livability of communities;

* Requires Sates and local
governmentsto establish
transportation planswith specie ¢
performance standards; measure their
progress annually in meeting these
standards; and periodically adjust
their plans as necessary to achieve
specie ¢ objectives;

e Improvesthe project delivery
process by eliminating duplication in
documentation and procedures;

* Establishesa new program
to e nance planning, design, and
construction of high-speed rail;

» Createsa National Infrastructure
Bank to better leverage limited
transportation dollars.

The bill doesnot include * nancing
provisionslaying out how to pay for
theinvestment. These will be drafted
by the House Waysand Means
Committee and added later. Oberstar
has an ambitioustimeline for the bill,
with a goal of having it to the House
« oor before the start of the month-

long August recess. House leadership
has questioned the likelihood of this
dueto acrowded legislative calendar.
SAFETEA-LU expires September
30. The Surface Transportation
Authorization Act of 2009 is posted
on APWA's surface transportation
authorization site under Legislation,
Billsand Proposals, http://
reinvestintransportation.apwa.net.

Revised Notice
Issued for $1.5
billion TIGER
Discretionary Grant
Program

The USDepartment of
Transportation published a revised
notice of funding availability for
the $1.5 billion TIGER Discretionary
Grant program in the June 17th
Federal Register. Under this
program, fundswill be awarded to
Sate and local governmentswho
submit applicationsfor capital
investmentsin surface transportation
infrastructure, including highway or
bridge projects, public transportation
projects, and passenger and
freight rail and port infrastructure
investments.

Applicationsfor TIGER
discretionary grants must be
submitted by September 15, 2009
from state and local governments,
including U.S territories, tribal
governments, transit agencies, port
authorities, MPOs and others. The
Federal Register notice revisesthe
interim notice published on May 18,
and clarie esthat the Department
isno longer considering comments
on the proposed selection criteria
and guidance for awarding TIGER
Discretionary Grants.

Therevised notice isthe operative

notice of funding availability for the
TIGER Discretionary Grants program.

States Obligate
Half of Economic
Recovery Highw ay
Funding Ahead of
Schedule

All 55 states and territories met
the six month deadline to obligate
at least half of their transportation
fundsdistributed under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act
(ARRA), the USDepartment of
Transportation announced in June.
The agency reported that $19 billion
had been obligated to fund over 5,300
highway and other transportation
projects nationwide. Of those, 1,900
projects were already underway.

Under ARRA, states are required
obligate 50 percent of their highway
funds by June 29, 2009. Working
in coordination with the U.S
Department of Transportation, all 55
U.S states and territories successfully
beat thisdeadline at least 10 days
ahead of schedule.

USDOT also reported that
transportation projectsfunded by
ARRA are comingin under budget
and ahead of schedule. Sates are
routinely receiving low bidsfor
highway and airport construction
projectsthat are 10 to 20 percent, and
in some cases, 30 percent lower than
expected.

ARRA funding for highway projects
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may be used for restoration, repair,
construction, and other activities
under the Surface Transportation
Program. Each proposed project must
be approved by the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA). Governors
must certify that proposed projects
meet certain conditionsand that the
state will use ARRA fundsin addition
to, not in replacement of, state
funding of transportation projects.
Priority isgiven to projectsthat
are projected to be completed
within three years, are located in
economically distressed areas, or will
maximize job creation and economic
benes- ts.

Administration
Proposes Postponing
Enactment of
Multi-Year Surface
Transportation Bill

USTransportation Secretary Ray
LaHood announced that the Obama
Administration would seek an 18-
month authorization extension
which would include a+ x for the
Federal Highway Trust Fund and
include other reforms. Testifying
before the Senate Environment and
Public Works Committee June 25,
LaHood said the Administration is
requesting $20 billion through March
2011 to shore up the Highway Trust
Fund, which will require an infusion
of $5 billion to $7 billion to meet its
commitmentsthise scal year. The
administration wantsreformsin the
legislation, such as project selection
based on cost-bene t analysis and
othersin support of itslivability
initiatives.

At the hearing Senate Environment
and Public Works Committee chair
Barbara Boxer (D-CA) announced the

FHscal Year 2010 Transportation and
Housing Appropriation Bill

On duly 13th, the House Appropriations Subcommittee on
Transportation, Housing and Urban Development approved its e scal
year 2010 appropriations bill. Hearings for both the Senate and House
were held on June 18th and 19th, respectively. At presstime, the
Senate Appropriations Subcommittee had yet to introduce their bill.

The Subcommittee elected not to transfer $36.1 billion from the
Treasury’s general fund into the cash-strapped Highway Trust Fund
as President Obama had requested. Instead, the panel provided the
Federal Highway Administration with an obligation limitation of $41.1
billion, which was $36.1 billion above Obama’s request. Highlights of
the House Transportation bill include the following:

. $123.1 billion in total budgetary resources, which is $53.2
million below President Obama’s budget request.

. $75.8 billion allocated for the U.S Department of
Transportation, which isan $8.6 billion increase from FY 2009, but
still $1.7 billion lessthen Obama’s budget request.

0 $41.1 billion for the Federal Highway Administration,
which isa one percent increase above 2009.
0 Almost $10.5 billion for public transportation

programs, including $150 million for the maintenance needs of

Washington’s Metro system.

0 $1.48 billion for the activities of the National Highway
Trafe ¢ Safety Administration —which is $20.1 million above last year.
. $4 billion for High Soeed and Intercity Passenger Rail, $3
billion above President Obama’s request.

House Passes ACES:
Senate Action
Expected By Fall

On June 26, 2009, the USHouse
of Representatives passed landmark
energy and climate change legislation
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marking the ¢ rst comprehensive
attempt to wean the nation off
foreign sources of oil and take stepsto
combat the effects of climate change.
The American Clean Energy &
Security Act of 2009 (ACES) combines
greenhouse gas emissionsreduction
targetswith a market based program
that should spur development of
clean energy technologies, increase
energy efe ciency, cut global

warming pollution and transition

to aclean energy economy. The

bill isdivided into four titles: (1)
Clean Energy, (I1) Energy Efe ciency;
(111) Reducing Global Warming
Pollution and (IV) Transitioning

to a Clean Energy Economy. Title

| contains provisionsrelated to a
federal renewable electricity and

efe ciency standard, carbon capture
and storage technology, performance
standards for new coal fueled power
plants, research and development
support for electric vehicles and
support for deployment of smart

grid advancement. Title Il includes
provisionsrelated to building,
lighting, appliance and vehicle energy
efe ciency programs. The cap and
trade program set forth in Title Il sets
ambitious goals for reducing global

warming pollution by 83% below
2005 emission levels by 2050.

A coalition of water associations
and environmental organizations
worked with Rep. Lois Capps
(D-Calif.) to develop a bill, the Water
Systems Adaptation Act of 2009, H.R.
2969, which wasintended to amend
to the American Clean Energy and
Security Act (ACES), introduced by
Reps. Henry Waxman (D-Calif.) and
Ed Markey (D-Mass.). However, it was
not included in the * nal bill, which
passed the House in aclose vote. The
Cappslegislation would establish a
competitive grant program at the
EPA to support water, wastewater,
and stormwater facilitiestrying
to adapt to climate change. These
grantswould be used “to assist in
planning, designing, constructing,
implementing, or maintaining any
program, strategy, or infrastructure
improvement” in several
categories, including preservation
or improvement of water quality;
increased energy efe ciency or the use
and generation of renewable energy;
aswell aswater reuse and green
infrastructure projects.

With climate change legislation
now the Senate’'sresponsibility, the
clean water community will refocus
its effortsto include thisimportant
program in that body’sversion of
the bill. Because climate changeis
inherently an issue of water, utilities
will need the resourcesto adapt
their infrastructure to changing
environmental conditionsin order
to continue to provide vital services
to communities acrossthe United
Sates. Senator Boxer, Chair of the
Senate Environment & Public Works
Committee, expectsthe Senate to
work off the House passed version
of ACESasit beginscrafting its
version of the legislation and she has
scheduled several hearingson the

topicin the coming weeks. Majority
Leader Reid continuesto assert his
intention to bring a Senate climate
change bill to the! oor for avotein
the fall.

EPA Budget Process
Continuesto
Progress

House
The House Appropriations Committee
approved the Interior and Environment
Appropriations bill for  scal year 2010
with $10.46 billion for EPA, including
$2.3 billion for the Clean Water Sate
Revolving Fund (CW SRF); $1.4 billion
for the (DWSRF); and $667 million
for “Great Bodies of Water,” including
$475 million for the Great Lakes
Restoration Initiative. The bill also
includes language blocking EPA from
implementing regulationsrequiring
large industrial livestock operations
from reporting their greenhouse gas
emissions similar to what would be
required for wastewater treatment
operations.
Senate

The Senate Appropriations
Committee hasrecommended to the
full Senate a bill giving EPA $10.19
billion, with $2.1 for the CWSRF
and $1.39 billion for the DW SRR,
and $478 million for regional water
bodies, $400 million of which
isallocated to the Great Lakes
Restoration Initiative. Moreover, the
Senate Appropriations Energy and
Water Development Subcommittee
approved a e« scal 2010 spending bill
that would provide $34.3 billion for
the Energy and Interior departments
and the Army Corps of Engineers.
That amount is $643 million below
the President’s budget request and
roughly $476 million above the « scal
2009 enacted level.
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HUD, DOT &
EPA Announce
Interagency
Partnership for
Sustainable
Communities

The USDepartment of Housing
& Urban Development (HUD), the
Department of Transportation (DOT),
and the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) recently announced a
new partnership to help American
familiesin all communities gain
better access to affordable housing,
more transportation optionsand
lower transportation costs. The
partnership will support better
coordination acrossthe three
agenciesto meet national housing
and transportation goals, which
also protecting the environment,
promoting equitable development
and helping to address the challenges
of climate change. The partnership
setsforth six livability principlesthat
will guide agency investments: (1)
provide more transportation choices
to decrease household transportation
costs, reduce our nation’s dependence
on foreign oil, improve air quality,
reduce greenhouse gas emissions and
promote public health; (2) promote
equitable, affordable housing that
increases mobility and lowersthe
combined cost of housing and
transportation; (3) enhance economic
competitiveness through reliable and
timely accessto employment centers,
educational opportunities, services
and other basic needs; (4) support
existing communities through transit
oriented, mixed usdevelopment and
to increase community revitalization,
improve efe ciency of public works

investments and safeguard rural
landscapes; (5) coordinate policies
and leverage investment to plan

for future growth; and (6) value
communities and neighborhoods.

GAO Release Report
on Revenue Sources
for Clean Water
Trust Fund

The USGovernment
Accountability Ofe ce (GAO) released
along awaited report, Clean Water
Infrastructure: A Variety of Issues Need
to be Considered when Designing a
Clean Water Trust Fund, concluding
that there are several optionsto
generate revenueto ¢ nance a
clean water trust fund, but that
obstaclesto their implementation
would need to be overcometo
create a workable program. GAO
prepared the report in response
to acongressional request from
Representatives Oberstar, Johnson
and Blumenauer who asked the
agency to analyze “potential revenue
source optionsthat can be efe ciently
collected, are broad-based, equitable
and that support annual funding
levels of at least $10 billion.” The
Report analyzed several revenue
generating options, but the agency
did not endorse any one option or
combination of optionsnor did the
Report take a position on whether a
trust fund should be established.

The Report focused on two key
questions: (1) potential optionsthat
Congress could consider that would
generate revenues of $10 billion
annually to support a clean water
trust fund and (2) stakeholders
viewson issuesthat would need

to be adressed in designing and
establishing a clean water trust fund.
The Report analyzed a number of
revenue optionsincluding a variety of
excise taxes on beverages, fertilizers
and pesticides, ! ushable products
such as cooking oils and detergents,
pharmaceuticals and water appliances
and plumbing « xtures. Additionally,
GAO considered theimposition of a
tax on corporate income similar to
those taxesthat funded Superfund
projects, an industrial discharge tax
and a water use tax. Accordingto
GAO, raising $10 billion from a tax
on any oneindividual product group
could prove unreasonable, but that
alow tax rate could be levied on

any number of these product groups
to collectively generate $10 billion

in revenue. Members of the clean
water community remaining strongly
opposed to any option which
includes a water usage tax and are
working closely with House staff to
convey this position.

To prepare the Report, GAO
conducted a survey and received
responses from 22 national
organizationsthat represent the water
and wastewater sector, state and
local governments, engineers and
environmental groups. Sakeholders
emphasized the importancein
identifying revenue sources that

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Senate EPW Moves Several Water-
focused Bills

The Senate Environment and Public Works (EPW) Committee
reported out three bills June 18, dealing with clean water issuesthat
benel! tted from signi! cant input from the clean water community.

All three of these proposals had been pending for some time, but now
with committee approval, are poised to move to the full Senate for
consideration.

Clean Water Act Jurisdiction

The Clean Water Restoration Act (S 787) seeksto clarify the
jurisdictional reach of the Clean Water Act after two Supreme Court
decisions created confusion about which waters could be protected. The
legislation removesthe term “navigable” from the de! nition of “waters
of the U.S” and clari! esthat a wide range of intrastate and interstate
watersis covered by the law. Of critical importance to the clean water
community, the bill includesthe manmade waste treatment exemption
excluding manmade treatment ponds and constructed wetlands used in
waste treatment processes from the de! nition of “waters of the U.S.,”
and thus from regulation under the Act. No similar legislation has yet
to move through the House, although action is expected soon.

Sewer Over! ow Monitoring

EPW also reported out the Sewage Over" ow Community Right
to Know Act (S 937) on avoice vote. The legislation establishes a
monitoring and reporting system for all sewer over" ows at permitted
wastewater treatment facilities. The Senate legislation isidentical to
legislation passed earlier thisyear by the House of Representatives and
was based on negotiations between NACWA and American Rivers. The
full Senate is expected to act on thisbill before the summer recess.

Coastal Monitoringand Testing

Finally, the committee also reported out the Clean Coastal
Environment and Public Health Act of 2009 (S 878), to reauthorize the
Beaches Environmental Assessment and Coastal Health (BEACH) Act.
The legislation would require faster water quality testing and public
noti! cation in the event of contamination and would authorize
increased spending of $60 million, up from $30 million in the current
law, for those activities. The Senate bill includes language that would
require rapid test method resultsto be made available within four
hoursrather than the two hoursoriginally proposed. The House
Transportation and Infrastructure (T&I) Committee approved similar
legislation June 4 with a six-hour testing requirement.

fund should be administered and

support atrust fund. Based on the
survey responses, GAO concluded
that three main issues must be
addressed in developing a clean
water trust fund. First, Congress
will need to determine how atrust

used. Second, legislators must
consider what types of ! nancial
assistance should be provided by the
trust fund. Third, Congress must
consider what activities should be

eligible for funding. A majority of
survey respondents believed that a
trust fund should be administered
through an EPA partnership with

the Sates and several respondents
felt that trust fund dollars should be
used to support the existing Clean
Water Sate Revolving Fund and a
separate grant program should be
established at EPA to fund targeted
water infrastructure projects that

will addressthe most pressing water
qguality challenges facing regulated
entities. GAO also reported that most
respondentsidenti! ed capital projects
asthe primary activity that should
receive funding from a clean water
trust fund.

Now that the GAO Report has
been completed and release attention
turnsto the House Transportation
& Infrastructure Subcommittee on
Water Resources & the Environment
and to a proposal offered by
Representative Blumenauer. The
Water Resources & the Environment
Subcommittee has scheduled a
hearing for the week of July 13th
to discussthe GAO Report and
Representative Blumenauer will
be testifying at that hearing. In
addition, Mr. Blumenauer, member
of the House Ways & Means
Committee, hasindicated that he
intendsto introduce a water trust
fund bill during that same week. The
Blumenauer proposal would apply to
both drinking water and clean water
and would rely on similar revenue
sources asthose identi! ed in the GAO
Report.

APWA has been working with staff
from Representative Blumenauer’s
of! ce asthey work to ! nalize draft
legislation and will continueto
work with hisof! ce and other key
members of Congress on introduction
and passage of awater trust fund bill
in the 111th Congress.
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Work on Security
Continuesto Move
Forw ard

Legislation establishing a
wastewater security program at
EPA was introduced this week
by Rep. Eddie Bernice Johnson
(D-Texas), chair of the House T&|
Subcommittee on Water Resources
and Environment. The Wastewater
Treatment Works Security Act of
2009 (H.R. 2883) wasintroduced in
response to legislation making its
way through the House Homeland
Security Committee and the House
Energy and Commerce Committee
that would divide federal oversight
of security issues at drinking water
and wastewater facilities between
two different federal agencies —
the Department of Homeland
Security (DHS) and the EPA. The
clean water community has argued
that wastewater utilities should be
under thejurisdiction of EPA just
asdrinking water facilities are, so
facilitieswould not have to meet the
mandates of separate federal agencies.
The bill moving through the
House Homeland Security and
the House Energy and Commerce
committees, the Chemical Facility
Antiterrorism Act of 2009 (H.R. 2868),
would reauthorize the Chemical
Facilities Anti-Terrorism Sandards
(CFATS) program. Unlike the T&|
subcommittee bill, H.R. 2868 would
direct that security of wastewater
treatment facilities fall under
DHS while protection of drinking
water facilitieswould be within
thejurisdiction of EPA. Housing
security programs for wastewater
and drinking water at one agency
would provide consistency and avoid
duplicative, burdensome regulatory
frameworksthat could be costly for

both ratepayers and taxpayers with
no discernable bene! t. It isimportant
that utilitiesthat may be affected by
thislegislation continue to contact
their Representatives and Senators

to ensure a sound approach to
wastewater security issues as this bill
advances.

APWA Attends
National Homeland
Security Consortium
Meeting

Earlier thismonth, Christine
Walsh, member of APWA’'s Emergency
Management Committee, attended
the National Homeland Security
Consortium (NHSC) semi-annual
meeting in Washington, DC as
APWA's representative. Consortium
participants heard from avariety
of speakers, namely Craig Fugate,
FEMA Administrator, Tim Manning,
FEMA Deputy Administrator for
National Preparednessand John
Brenan, Assistant to the President
for Homeland Security and
Counterterrorism.

The presentations focused on
FEMA’srelationship with state
and local ! rst responders, and
theimportance of concentrating
on prevention methodsas much
asresponse and recovery efforts.
Executive Branch personnel expressed
the need to develop asigni! cantly
closer relationship with stakeholders
to construct aframework that
collectively respondsto disasters
while simultaneously focusing on
short-term and long-term recovery
efforts. Thiswas made clear by Tim
Manning, who informed the NHSC
that FEM A will engage stakeholders
asthe National Response Framework
isrevised. Thisproject isestimated

to take approximately two years
to complete, with arelease date
scheduled for August 2011.

Discussions also highlighted
President Obama’s focus on
resiliency—how should it be de! ned
when securing the homeland—and
what are hishomeland security
concerns. According to John Brenan,
President Obama hasidenti! ed ! ve
coreissuesthat must be monitored
closely: 1) Terrorist attacks; 2) Natural
disasters such ashurricanes, " oods
and earthquakes; 3) Pandemic Hu;
4) Cyber Security; and 5) Border
Security.

Importantly, APWA also had
the opportunity to hear from key
DHS FEMA and Centersfor Disease
Control personnel on the HIN1
pandemic " u outbreak. Speakers
focused on federal, state and local
pandemic " u prevention and
response, the development of an
H1N1 vaccine, virus mutation and
comparisonsof HIN1 to the Sanish
Flu outbreak of 1918. Speakers also
discussed current HIN1 statusin
the Southern hemisphere, asthese
countries are currently experiencing
their winter season and the second
wave of the pandemic " u outbreak. It
istheir hopethat observations made
in the Southern hemisphere will shed
light on what the United Sates can
expect thisfall.

Accordingly, the NHSC formed
a Pandemic Hu Work Group to
draft a pandemic " u white paper.
As a participant in the work group,
APWA will be working with NHSC
memberson the development of
apandemic " u white paper that
focuseson the HIN1 virus. The NHSC
also will begin revising itswhite
paper Protecting Americansin the 21st
Century: Imperatives for the Homeland.
The Consortium intendsto turn the
white paper into aliving document,
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capable of adjusting to late breaking
developmentsand focusing more
heavily on resiliency.

The NHSC isan outgrowth of the
National Emergency Management
Association’s emergency preparedness
discussionsthat occurred in
2002. Consisting of 21 national
organizations, the NHSC evolved into
aforum for public and private sector
disciplinescommitted protecting
Americain the 21st century.

APWA Signson to
Mitigation White
Paper

On duly 9, the National
Emergency Management Association
(NEMA) released itswhite paper
Recommendations for an Effective
National Mitigation Effort. APWA
endorsed and signed on to the white
paper in conjunction with the Federal
Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) and 16 other emergency
management stakeholders.

The white paper outlinesthe
importance of mitigation—as creating
amore disaster resistant nation will
decrease the loss of life and injury,
reduce property damage, lessen ! rst
responders’ exposureto risk, lowers
response and recovery costs, and
allows communities and businessto
recover more quickly after disasters.

Earlier thisyear, APWA participated
in discussionswith NEMA, FEMA
and key stakeholderson the needs
and challenges for successful
coordination of hazard mitigation
planning, programs and projects.

Homeland Security
Appropriations
Moves Smoothly
Through Congress

Measuresto passthe Department
of Homeland Security Appropriations
Act of 2010 (H.R. 2892) has been
moving quickly through Congress,
with little contentious debate. On
June 24, H.R. 2892 passed the House
by avote of 389 to 87. The House
version wasthen picked up in the
Senate and passed by avote of 84 to
6 on duly 9, indicating strong bi-
partisan support.

The overall funding between the
House and Senate bills differ, with
the House allocating $42.6 billion
and the Senate allocating $42.9
billion—a difference of $302 million
for FY 2010. In both the House and
Senate versions, the majority of
the provisionsthat impact public
works mirror each other, with few
differences. Key funding allocations
are asfollows:

. Sate Homeland Security
Grants: $950 million —same as
President’s budget request and FY
2009 funding

. Urban Area Security Initiative:

$877 million —same as President’s
budget request and $49.5 million
above FY 2009

. Emergency Management
Performance Grants: $330 million -
$15 million above President’s budget
request and FY 2009

. Interoperable

Communications Grants: $50 million
—same as President’s budget request
and FY 2009

. Emergency Operations
Centers: House version: $40 million
- $6 million above FY 2009. Senate
version: $20 million - $14 million
below FY 2009. Funding in both bills
reinstate EOCs, asthe President’s
budget request eliminates funding for
this program.

. Disaster Relief: House version:
$2 billion —same as President’s budget
request and $600 million above FY
2009. Senate version: 1.45 billion -
$550 million below President’s budget
request and $250 million below FY
2009.

. National Hood Insurance
Fund: $159.5 million —$36.4 million
below President’s budget request and
$14.5 million above FY 2009.

. Hood Map Modernization:
$220 million —same as President’s
request and FY 2009.

. Pre-Disaster Mitigation: House
version: $100 million - $60 million
below President’s budget request and
$20 million below FY 2009. Senate
version: $120 million - $60 million
below President’srequest, but same as
FY 2009.

. Citizen Corps: $15 million
—same as President’s budget request
and $400,000 increase from FY 2009.

Lawmakers will now form a
conference committee to work out
any legislative differences prior to
the House and Senate taking a! nal
" oor vote. Currently, Senate conferees
have been chosen whereas House
conferees are being selected. With
the congressional summer recess
looming, lawmakers hope to pass
the FY 2010 Homeland Security
Appropriationslegislation before
Congress adjourn in early August.
