The House Transportation and
Infrastructure Committee’s latest report
on stimulusfunding ! ndsthat 83 per
cent of the $4 billion authorized for
the Clean Water Sate Revolving Fund
(CWSRF) under the American Recovery
and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) have
been awarded by the Environmental

Protection Agency (EPA). Accordingto
the Committee Report approximately
111,000 jobs and $20 billion of economic
activity have been generated. As of

June 30, 2009, 19 states have put out to
bid 195 CW SRF projectstotaling $512
million. The Committee’s Report was
issued in preparation for the Committee’s
next ARRA oversight hearing. At that
oversight hearing, evidence was presented
that the Buy America provisionsin

ARRA are delaying water projects. Many
wastewater projects use pumps, computer
equipment, electric componentsand

I ltration membranesthat are either not
produced domestically or would cost
substantially more if they were. EPA has
been issuing waiversto the Buy America
provisions, but the waivers are doing
littleto calm industry fearsand the U.S.
Chamber of Commerceiscalling on the
Of! ce of Management and Budget to
provide more speci! ¢c guidance on Buy
America’'s application to water projects.
The uncertainty over the Buy America
requirementsis causing concern with
America’s closest business partner —
Canada. For instance, Canadian ! rmsare
being excluded from municipal contracts
for drinking water and wastewater
projects. The Federation of Canadian
Municipalities said the provision is
contrary to the spirit of free trade and
hasissued resolutions calling for bilateral

In addition to water infrastructure
funding, the ARRA provides funding
for browne eld activities. According
to the Committee, EPA so far has
awarded grantsor fundsfor existing
grantsor contractsworth $11
million for 21 browne elds projects,
creating approximately 2,800 jobs
and $500 million of economic
activity. In addition, ARRA provided
$100 million for EPA'sbrowns elds
discretionary grant program. The
discretionary grant program funds
are to be distributed to states, cities
and redevelopment agenciesthrough
existing browne elds discretionary
grant program for site assessments,
remediation and cleanup grantsand
to capitalize the state browne eld
revolving loan programs.

EPA Requests
Commentson
Perchlorate
Regulation

The Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) recently requested
public commentson possible
regulation of perchloratein drinking
water. In the notice, EPA asked
whether there are alternativesto
evaluate if perchlorate occurs at
afrequency and at levelsto cause
health concerns, and whether a
national drinking water regulation
would lead to reduced public
health risks. Public health and
environmental groups have
been pushing the agency to set a
stringent standard for drinking water
given the health consequences of
perchlorate exposure. The fact that
perchlorate occurs naturally and is
also manmade makesit dife cult to

determine whether to regulate the
chemical through anational drinking
water regulation or remove it from
drinking water. The Government
Accountability Ofe ceisalso studying
theissue and will release areport in
thecoming months.

EPA Approves 6
New Alternative
Methods for
Testing Regulated
Contaminantsin
Drinking Water

EPA published a < nal action in
the Federal Register that approves
six analytical methods as optional
alternativesto previously
promulgated methods for analyses of
regulated contaminantsin drinking
water under the Safe Drinking
Water Act (SDWA). The alternative
testing methodswere evaluated and
determined to be as effective asthe
promulgated methods for the same
contaminants. The new methods
include:
* one EPA method for 29 purgeable
contaminants
» threevendor developed methods
for turbidity
e onevendor developed method for
nitrate and nitrite
» onevendor developed method for
free cyanide

EPA isusing the expedited
method approval process under
SDWA to approve the alternative
methods, rather than using the
notice and comment rulemaking
process, so that these new, equally
effective methods will be available

to our stakeholders more quickly.

The Council on Environmental
Quality (CEQ) Ocean Policy Task
Force recently solicited commentson
developing a Federal Ocean, Coastal
and Great Lakes policy. CEQ was
directed by the President to consider
four issues asthey develop a new
policy including, (1) national policy
for ocean, coastal and Great Lakes
ecosystems; (2) an ocean governance
framework; (3) implementation of
a strategy to meet the objectives
of the national policy and (4)
development of a coastal and marine
spatial planning policy. APWA's
comments set forth ten principles
for CEQ to consider asit develops
anational ocean, coastal and Great
Lakes policy and implementation
framework. CEQ should develop a
policy that (1) takes an ecosystem
approach to management of the
ocean, coastal and Great Lakes
ecosystems; (2) supports, enhances
and respectsthe critical role of local
governments; (3) uses an enhanced
regional management approach for
large multi-jurisdictional watersheds;
(4) improves coordination among
Federal agenciesinvolved in ocean,
coastal, and Great Lakes policy; (5)
places a premium on investingin
sound science, data collection and
education; (6)managesthe oceans,
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coastal and Great Lakesregions

and their watershedsfor continued
improvement in water quality; (7)
improvestheresiliency of coastal
communities; (8) develop a policy
that conserves and restores ocean,
coastal and Great Lakes habitat and
shorelines; (9) managesthe ocean,
coastal and Great Lakes systems for
continued economic development;
and (10) preventsthe spread of
invasive species. Finally, APWA
encouraged CEQ to evaluate how best
to achieve the new policy’sgoalsin
the context of achanging climate.

NACo Adopts

The expense
of taking back unused prescriptions
and over the counter drugs would
be handled by the pharmaceutical
industry, without relying on state
or local government funding.
According to theresolution, the
environmental and social problems
created by storing and disposing of
unwanted medicines are numerous
and complex. Left over medicine
may play apart in drug abuse and
accidental poisonings. Disposing
of these medicines also contributes

to ground and surface water
contamination.

Obama Signs Bill
Adding $7 Billion to
Highway Trust Fund

On August 7, President Obama
signed legislation, H.R. 3357,
transferring $7 billion from the
U.S General Fund to the Federal
Highway Trust Fund, a measure
intended to ensure the cash-strapped
Trust Fund remains solvent through
the Congressional August recess
and into September. Without the
cash infusion, the Federal Highway

Administration was expected to begin
reducing state reimbursements for
transportation projectsin August.
Trust Fund revenues have been
comingin lower than projected in the
last couple years. Congress approved
an $8 billion transfer in September
2008, when the Trust Fund faced
potential insolvency then.

Before departing for the month-
long recess, the Senate approved the
bill by avote of 79-17 and the House
by avote of 363-68. During Senate
debate on the legislation, the Senate
rejected an amendment to repeal an
$8.7 billion rescission of highway
contract authority scheduled to
occur Sept 30. Senate Environment

EPA Issues Enforcement and
Compliance Directive to Improve Water

Quality

EPA Administrator Lisa Jackson issued a memorandum directing
the Of! ce of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance to develop an
action plan to enhance public transparency regarding Clean Water
Act enforcement. The memorandum callsfor stronger enforcement
performance at federal and state levels and a transformation of EPA's
current water quality and compliance information systems. The memo
also directsthe enforcement and compliance of! ceto improve and
enhance theinformation available on the EPA website on compliance
and enforcement activitiesin each state, showing connectsto local
water quality where possible, provide information in a user-friendly
format that iseasily understood and useable by the public, raise the
bar for clean water enforcement performance and ensure enforcement
istaken against seriousviolationsthat threaten water quality and
improve EPA’'s enforcement performance in states where EPA directly
implementsthe Clean Water Act program. EPA has been posting
detailed information on the current state of clean water compliance
and enforcement in each state and copies of the latest clean water
enforcement and compliance performance reports for each state to
the agency’s web site. EPA also launched new web-based toolsto help
the public search, access and analyze the data the agency used to
help prepare those reports.

SAFETEA-LU
Extension Expected
In September

When the Senate returns from
itsmonth-long August recessthe
week of September 7, it is expected
to consider along-term extension of
SAFETEA-LU before the law expireson
September 30. Earlier in duly, three
Senate committees with jurisdiction
over SAFETEA-LU approved
legislation extending the law’s
authorization for 18 monthsuntil the
end of March 2011. Those measures
are expected to be merged with a
Senate Finance Committee proposal,
the Transportation Improvement
and Preservation Act, providing $27
billion in funding over 18 months.
That level could be scaled back by
$7 billion with therecent enactment
of a$7 billion measure to keep the
highway trust fund solvent through
the end of September.

The Senate’s 18-month extension
hasthe support of Senate leadership
and the Obama Administration,
which backstaking moretime to
prepare and debate a multi-year
successor to SAFETEA-LU. However,
Transportation and Infrastructure
(T&1) Committee Chairman James
Oberstar, who introduced a $500
billion, six-year proposal, opposes
any extension. He plansto havethe
T&l committee mark up hisbill, the
SQurface Transportation Authorization
Act of 2009, the week of September 7
and the full House to consider it the
third week of September.

Despite effortsto achieve passage
of abill in the House, it ishighly
unlikely Congresswill be able to
complete work on the legislation by
the September 30 deadline. Lack of
consensus on approachesto funding
and ! nancing the legislation has
stalled progressin both chambers.
No bill hasbeen introduced in the
Senate, and the House bill still lacks
I nancing and revenue provisions,
which the House Waysand Means
Committee hasyet to draft. Instead,
some form of an extension, whether
18 monthsor an alternative length of
time, seems all but certain.

Transportation
Fnancing Bills
Introduced

Two billswere introduced in the
House of Representativesin July
aimed at addressing ! nancing needs
of a multi-year surface transportation
bill. Rep. Earl Blumenauer (D-OR), on
Jduly 23, introduced legislation, H.R.
3311, directing the Secretary of the
Treasury to establish a pilot program
to study alternativesto the current
system of taxing motor vehicle fuels,
including systems based on the
number of milestraveled by each
vehicle. The bill has been referred to
the Committee on Ways and Means,
and in addition to the Committees
on Transportation and Infrastructure,
Energy and Commerce and Science
and Technology. Blumenauer isa
member of the Waysand Means
Committee.

Rep. Peter DeFazio (D-OR), on duly
29, introduced a second bill, H.R.
3379, which would impose atax on
oil futurestransactionsand options
and deposit the tax revenuesinto

would raise approximately $190
billion by imposing a 0.2 per cent
tax on crude oil futurestransactions
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and a 0.5 per cent tax on the option
for afutures contract. The legislation
was referred to the House Ways and
Means Committee. DeFazio chairs
the House Highways and Transit
Subcommittee.

FHWA Seeks
Participation in
Value Pricing Pilot
Program

The Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) has issued
anoticeinviting states, along with
their local government partnersand
other public authorities, to apply to
participatein the Value Pricing Pilot
(VPP) program. The notice presents
guidelines for program applications
for ! scal years 2009 and 2010. Unlike
previous notices, the purpose of
FHWA's latest notice isto seek only
applicationsfor statewide, region-
wide, or area-wide transportation
pricing studies and for transportation
pricing implementation projectsthat
do not entail tolling roadways. The
notice seeks applications for ! scal
year 2009 funding, and if Congress
choosesto extend SAFETEA-LU VPP
program funding, for such funds
made available in ! scal year 2010.

Applicationsfor tolling authority
only may be submitted at any time.
Formal grant applications, however,
must be submitted no later than
November 3, 2009 to be assured
consideration. Applicants may also
submit an optional “sketch” or draft
proposal by September 21, 2009,
which FHWA will review and provide
general feedback on for the applicant
to usein itsformal grant application.
Setch or draft proposalsreceived
after thisdate may still be reviewed
by and commented upon by FHWA at

itsdiscretion.

Build America Bonds
Program Issues $17.4
Billion in Tax-Free
Bonds

On duly 20, as part of the effort to
increase transparency in government
and maintain accountability of
fundsallocated under the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act
of 2009, the U.S Department of
Treasury issued an update on the
Build America Bonds program, with
state-by-state data and information
on early market reception of the
program.

Launched in April through the
Build America Bonds Act of 2009,
the program provides $50 billion
in federal fundsto subsidize state
and local government tax-free
bondsin support of ‘shovel-ready’
infrastructure projects. To do this,

Treasury makes a direct payment to
the state or local government issuer
in an amount equal to 35 percent of
theinterest payment on the bonds.

According to the U.S Department
of Treasury, there hasbeen $17.4
billion in Build America Bond
issuance; Build America Bonds
constitute about 16.6 percent of
municipal bond issuance since
mid-April. A total of 34 states are
participating in the program, with a
total of 178 separate issues.

House Ways and

Ken Calvert (R-CA).

With the Trust Fund set to run dry
in August and the continued battle
over transportation-funding between
the House and the Senate with the
Administration, the uncertainty of
the Trust Fund hangsin the balance.
During the hearing, Members offered
amyriad of ! nancing optionsto keep
the Highway Trust Fund solvent.
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Senate Appropriations Committee Follows House Lead and
Approves $122 Billion Spending Bill

The Senate Appropriations Committee voted unanimously on July 30th, to approve a $122 billion spending
bill for transportation and housing programs. At presstime, « oor debate and conference committees were
scheduled to take place after the August recess. Highlights of the bill include:

0 $122 billion in total budgetary resources. Thisamount is $1.2 billion or 1 per cent below the President’s
request.

. $67.7 billion in discretionary funding compared with $68.8 billion in the House-passed version.

0 $1.2 billion for high-speed rail, in line with President Obama’s $1 billion request, but $2.8 billion below
the House version.

0 $42.5 billion for Federal Highway Administration (FHWA).

9 $11.1 billion for the Federal Transit Authority (FTA)

. $150 million provided for grantsto the Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WM ATA).

On Quly 23rd the U.S House of Representatives passed their $123.1 billion spending measure for
transportation and housing programs. The bill (HR 3288), which passed by a 256-168 vote, had become the 10th
I scal year 2010 appropriations bill to passin the House. Highlights of the measure include the following:

. $123.1 billion in total budgetary resources, which is $53.2 million below President Obama’s budget
request.

0 $75.8 billion allocated for the U.S Department of Transportation, which isan $8.6 billion increase from
FY 2009, but still $1.7 billion lessthen Obama’s budget request.

o $41.1 billion for the Federal Highway
Administration, which isa one percent increase above 2009.

o} Almost $10.5 billion for public transportation programs, including $150 million for the
Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA).

House Extends
National Hood
Insurance Program
for Six Months

On duly 29, the House of
Representatives passed by a voice vote
H.R. 3139, a bill that would extend
the National ! ood Insurance Program
(NFIP) until March 31, 2010.

Introduced on July 9 by House
Financial Services Chairman Barney
Frank (D-MA, 4) and Financial
Services Housing Subcommittee
Chairwoman Maxine Waters (D-CA,
35), thisextension would provide
Congress an additional six months
to review the current NFIP—as
the program was set to expire on
September 30, 2009. Reps. Frank and
Waters plan to develop bi-partisan
legislation that would reform the
NFP. According to the House
Financial Services Committee, “the
updated legislation would incorporate
important NFIP reforms previous
approved by the House in 2007 and
consider new studiesand information
not available when the Committee
last reviewed the NFIR” However,
Reps. Frank and Waters did not go
into specie csasto what previously
approved legislative language or
provisionsmight be used in thisnew
bill.

Currently, the NFIP was allocated
$145 million for FY 2009—and the
NHPsHood Map Modernization

Program and National Flood
Mitigation Fund was provided

with $200 million and $34 million
respectively. However, FY 2010
funding for the NFHP is still pending
on a+nal vote from Congressand the
President’s approval.

The passage of the National Flood
Insurance Act of 1968 established the
National Flood Insurance Program.
This Federal program enables
property ownersin participating
communitiesto purchase insurance
asaprotection against ! ood lossesin
exchange for state and community
I oodplain management regulations
that reduce future ! ood damage.

National Homeland
Security Advisory
System to be
Review ed

Homeland Security Secretary
Janet Napolitano announced
that she established a task force
that will begin a 60-day review of
the National Homeland Security
Advisory System (NHSAS). The task
force will be charged with assessing
the “effectiveness of the system
in informing the public about
terrorist threatsand communicating
protective measures within
government and throughout the
private sector.”

According to the Department
of Homeland Security (DHS),
Secretary Napolitano appointed
Fran Townsend, former Assistant
to President George W. Bush for
Homeland Security, and Judge
William Webster, former Director of
the Federal Bureau of Investigation
and Central Intelligence Agency, to
co-chair the task force. Former DHS
Secretaries Tom Ridge and Michael

Chertoff also joined the task force
co-chairs. In consultation with the
Department of Justice, the task
force will review the impact NHSAS
hason state, local, tribal, territorial
and international law enforcement
partners, the private sector and the
public.

After the 60-day review, the task
force will present itse ndingsto
Secretary Napolitano who will then
share resultswith the Cabinet before
making arecommendation on the
future of the NHSASto President
Obama.
