1. Andy Haney, Chair, convened the conference call at 10:10 a.m.

2. Andy welcomed Don Bruey, Public Works Director, South Jordan, UT, as the newest member of the committee.  Don shared his background with the group.

3. The meeting summary from the September 1 conference call was reviewed and typographical errors were corrected and accepted as corrected.

4. Larry Stevens, Board Liaison, was unable to participate in the call.


5. The Editorial Calendar for articles for the APWA Reporter was reviewed as follows:

Ann Daniels will continue to contact persons who attended the Town Hall Meeting at Congress and expressed interest in submitting an article and will hope to have the full year’s calendar available at the November call.
6. Further discussion on arranging for the meeting in Washington, DC with the members of the Congressional Rural Caucus will be held during the coming month and Jim Fahey will be invited to participate in the November call with a possible timeline for the meeting.
7. Andy Haney reported that the stakeholders workshop for the National Committee for Levee Safety was held on October 6 and he would be sending appropriate notification to chapters in nearby locations for future workshops.
8. The three guaranteed education sessions submitted by the Committee for the Congress in Denver in September, 2011 are as follows:
· Using Hyperspectral technology to identify and monitor the invasion of the emerald ash borer and pine needle beetles – Scott Brandmeier and Marlene Crosby with Ian  Hanou, as a presenter of the technology portion.
· Using economic and innovative methods to develop Stimulus projects -  Andy Haney and Marlene Crosby
· “Partnering to Deliver Services” – Stan Brown, City Manager, Oakwood, GA
The two remaining topics, “GIS tied to reporting for FEMA purposes” suggested by Scott Brandmeier; and “Developing your own Design/Build Projects for Municipal/County facilities”, suggested by Andy Haney, will be considered for future articles, workshops, or Town Hall calls.
9. The October Town Hall call was canceled due to conflicts with potential speakers.

The November 10 call will be titled “Developing Mutual Aid Agreements” and speakers will be finalized in the coming days.

Don Bruey will share information about the three courses he teaches on leadership and management topics with the committee members and future calls may be based around these topics and others suggested by the participants are the Congress Town Hall Meeting.

13. Ann will contact Jim Fahey about participation in the November call with possible dates and plans for the meeting with the Rural Caucus in Washington, DC.
