1. In the absence of Dave Danielson, Andy Haney convened the meeting at 8:30 a.m.

2. The meeting summary from the August 4, 2010 conference call was reviewed with no corrections noted.

3. Larry Stevens, Board Liaison, shared information about the newly formed Task Force for Certification and Education and their work on developing a Mission and Vision Statement, as well as a Strategic Plan which will set the direction for the education and certification programs offered by APWA now and for the future.  He reported that the Elections Task Force would be reporting at the Board meeting on Wednesday concerning a definition for “campaigning” for election at APWA.  He further reported that the Certified Public Works Official certification has been placed on hold until such time as the determination is made concerning the level of education/experience required for the certification.

4. President George Crombie joined the committee members and share his comments about the need for this committee to function broadly since a majority of the APWA membership is composed of members from small and rural communities.

5. A review of the editorial calendar shows the committee contributing an article on the Town Hall Meeting to be held on Tuesday morning for the August 15 deadline and nothing scheduled beyond that, pending the responses received during the Tuesday meeting.  A calendar for the year will be developed.

6. A recap of the Education sessions scheduled to be presented this week indicated that all three presentations are ready to be delivered.

7. Diane Linderman, President Elect, joined the committee to express her appreciation for their efforts and her support for the work ahead.

8. Limited review of the Business Plan for the coming year was held.  By General Consent, additional discussion will take place during the September conference call.

9. A discussion of possible Education sessions for the coming Congress in Denver, CO in September, 2011, indicated that one session has been committed, that one being the issue of emerald ash borer and pine needle beetles and how to identify them using hyperspectral technology coordinated by Scott Brandmeier and Marlene Crosby.  Two additional topics are yet to be determined and will be discussed at the September call following receipt of suggestions from participants at the SC/RC Town Hall Meeting to be held on Tuesday morning.

Topics discussed during the August conference call also included “Using economic and innovative methods to develop Stimulus projects”, suggested by Andy Haney and Marlene Crosby and “Developing your own Design/Build projects for municipal/county facilities”, suggested by Andy Haney.

Topics and sponsors must be submitted by September 30.

10. A recap of the advocacy issues indicated no further news on any of the ongoing topics of Levee Safety, Re-Authorization, or the potential appointment of Scott Brandmeier to the EPA Stormwater Review Panel.

11. Plans for the Town Hall Meeting were discussed.  Ann Daniels indicated she has sent out invitations to 322 potential attendees from small cities or rural communities, along with an invitation to each of the APWA Technical Committees to have one of their members attend as an observer to listen to possible topics of coordination between the two groups.
