Larry Stevens, Board Liaison
1. Andy Haney, Chair, convened the conference call at 10:08 a.m.  
2. The meeting summary from the January 6, 2011 conference call was reviewed and accepted as is.

3. Larry Stevens, Board Liaison, was not in attendance.  He sent an update concerning the upcoming Board of Directors meeting and the face-to-face meeting of the Center for Sustainability.
4. The Editorial Calendar for articles in the APWA Reporter was reviewed as follows:

· Scott Brandmeier will submit an article for the February15 deadline
· Max Slankard will submit an article for the March 15 deadline
· Stan Brown will submit an article for the April 15 deadline
5. Jim Fahey has advised that he will continue to research the status of the National Rural Caucus since the new Congress has reconvened and he will report at the March conference call.
6. Andy Haney reported no new activity on the National Committee for Levee Safety where he represents APW, with the exception of notification of listening session in the Northwest upcoming.  He forwarded that information to the DC office for distribution to members in that region who might be interested.
7. Scott Brandmeier reported that the EPA Panel for Small Business/Small City has not provided any further updates and he does not expect anything further to come from the group until mid-summer.
8. The Submissions of Education Sessions for Denver Congress were reviewed as follows:

· “Checking for tree killers” – Using Hyperspectral technology – Scott Brandmeier, Marlene Crosby, Ian Hanou presenters.  Marlene will not actually present but is contacting a forestry representative from the Denver area to share their concerns about the pine needle beetles.  Currently scheduled for Wednesday, September 21, 8:30 – 9:20
· “Let’s try something new with our Stimulus dollars” – Andy Haney, Marlene Crosby, presenters   Currently scheduled for Monday, September 19, 10:00 – 10:50 a.m.
· “New Partners for Delivering Services” – Stan Brown, presenter.  Currently scheduled for Monday, September 19, 4:00- 4:50 p.m.
Ann Daniels reminded members to have their final list of speakers provided to the Congress education working group by March 1 and Andy reminded them to continue to develop the description for their session and submit to the same group.
9. The dates for Town Hall calls for  the upcoming year were reviewed as follows:

· Wednesday, February 9, 2011 – “Attitude:  Can it be Taught or Caught?”
Don Bruey will be the principle presenter and Ann has invited George Haines, Sheridan, WY; Rich Lemke, and one other  member, who addressed this topic sometime ago on the infoNOW communities but have not received confirmation from anyone but Lemke to date.
· Wednesday, April 13, 2011 – Topic suggested how the new ADA compliance regulations will impact small and rural cities.  Michelle Ohmes will be a speaker and she has contacted a second person but he is not yet confirmed.  
· Wednesday, May 11, 2011 – A topic and speakers are still needed for this program.
Andy requested that Ann Daniels follow up with the group if she needs additional speakers for future Town Hall calls.  Ann will also send a list of possible topics for review.
10. The Committee’s face-to-face meeting has been confirmed for Thursday, March 3 and Friday, March 4, 2011.   Agenda items are being discussed and potential new topics for the coming year’s Business Plan were requested from committee members.
11. Members were reminded of the need to submit a nomination for re-appointment to the SC/RC Committee if they are eligible for another term.  Scott, Andy, and Don still have one more year on their terms.  Marlene and Darrell will have completed three terms this year and will not be eligible for re-appointment.  Geoff, filling an unexpired term, will be eligible for re-appointment and will submit his nomination.

Andy asked Ann to send a list of members who have been participating in the past two years at the Town Hall meeting at Congress or by writing articles, who might be interested in serving on the committee.  She will also post the message to the SC/RC infoNOW community to encourage nominations.
