To equitably assign exhibit space, APWA uses a priority point system.

Following is a more detailed description of the process.

Priority Point Booth Selection Process

Enclosed is the application and floor plan for the 2010 Snow Conference. Current Snow Conference Exhibitors may return their application with their booth location selections at any time prior to the March 16th deadline date. On show site in 2009, assignments for 2010 will be available for review.

Companies with the same number of priority points will receive preference based on the arrival date and time of the application to APWA Headquarters.

Applications received between the March 16, 2009 deadline date and April 26, 2009 will be assigned space after those contracts received prior to the March 16th deadline. 
An updated floor plan and current exhibitor list for the 2010 Snow Conference will be available at the 2009 Conference.

Companies who do not take advantage of the priority point process will be allowed to choose space during the 2009 Snow Conference on a first come, first served basis. These selections will begin after 10am on April 26, 2009.

APWA Priority Point Rules and Regulations

1. Points are accumulated over the history of the show back to 1996.

2. Each 10 x 10 booth unit is worth one (1) priority point.

3. Exhibiting Companies are also awarded priority points based on loyalty to the show.

2 points per company are awarded each consecutive year exhibiting. Points start with the second consecutive year.

4. 
Points may also be earned by participating in the Sponsorship Program. 

5. Only current exhibitors (those who exhibit the year prior to the one currently choosing space for) may use their point total in the booth selection process. Historical exhibitors may choose space only after all current exhibitors have received the opportunity to choose.

6. Points are considered an asset of the exhibiting company. In the case of a merger or purchase, the purchasing company must provide written proof of their purchase of the assets of that company. If APWA approves, the priority point system provides for the selection of the best exhibit history year-by-year. At no time, however, does the system allow for the combination of two or more companies’ points.

7. Companies may not combine point totals to improve their standing unless they are separate divisions/units of the same parent company. In this case the consecutive year points would apply only to the parent company. This situation by definition would call for one company contact and one financial billing entity. 

8. Parent companies may not combine with their distributing companies’ points. Each individual company must stand on its’ own.
